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1) In 2024, the annual number of births in Japan fell below 700,000 for the first time since records began.

2) The number of babies born in Japan in 2024 increased compared to the previous year.

3) The peak of Japan’s postwar baby boom was about 2.7 million births in 1949.

4) Prime Minister Shigeru Ishiba has declared a “state of emergency” and imposed strict population control laws.
5) Japan’s fertility rate dropped to a record low of 1.15 in 2024.

6) The number of marriages in Japan in 2024 decreased from the previous year.

7) The Japanese government’s current measures mainly target unmarried youth reluctant to marry.

8) Pressure to adopt the husband’s surname is cited by some women as a reason for avoiding marriage.

9) South Korea, China, and Vietnam are also facing declining birth rates and are taking steps to address them.

10) Japan’s population is expected to increase to over 130 million by 2070.
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
